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Article 1. For the purpose of improving further collaboration between researchers investigating issues regarding food and biomolecules, these Guidelines set up the Center for Food and Biomolecules (hereinafter referred to as ‘CFB’) by integrating teachers and faculties under the College of Bioresources and Agriculture, National Taiwan University (hereinafter referred to as ‘College’).

Article 2. Duties of the CFB are to:
I. Organize a research team for R&D projects.
II. Interact with industry and academia, and provide accurate, useful information and expertise.
III. Establish a Key Laboratory on food and biomolecules.
IV. Advance internationalization of the cooperation between industry and academia.
V. Develop new technology and new products to accelerate transformation and upgrade the food industry.
VI. Deliver quality education, training, and seminars.
VII. Other related matters involving research, teaching, and service in food and biomolecules.
Article 3. The CFB sets up an Advisory Committee, which is composed of five to nine committee members, to assist in consultation on the development direction and research issues of the CFB. The advisory committee members are selected by the Dean of the College from scholars and experts related to food and biomolecules research inside and outside the College. The Director of the ACC is an ex-officio member and is reported to the President of the University for his/her appointment. The term of the committee members is three years and may be extended for three years. The Committee should include at least one disinterested community member. The convener of the Advisory Committee should organize at least one meeting every semester.
Article 4. The CFB has one Director who is responsible for the business and management of the CFB. The ACC Director is appointed by the Dean of the College, and the term of the Director is three years and may be extended for three years.
Article 5. The CFB has seven groups: traditional food processing technology group, health functional food R&D group, nutrient protein body research group, nanotechnology group, food biochemical product mass production technology group, equipment service group, and administration and planning group. Each group has one leader, nominated by the Director of CFB, and negotiated to invite the Dean of the College for appointment.
Article 6. As needed, the CFB may hire internal and external experts as Special Researchers. Additional appointments for several research assistants and/or administrative staff may be made as well.
Article 7. The CFB should hold a Working Meeting at least once every semester, which is composed of the CFB director, group leaders, special researchers, and contracted assistants and staffs. The Working Meeting is convened by the CFB Director and chaired to discuss the CFB's business matters.

Article 8. The Guidelines and amendments are reported to NTU Administrative Meeting and then announced after being approved by the College Affairs’ Meeting.
